1. Helsinki Cathedral

and Senate Square

One of the most recognisable
symbols of Helsinki and its
silhouette since 1852.

2. Torikorttelit

The historical centre. The
narrow streets are lined
with restaurants, cafés
and design shops.

One of the largest Orthodox
churches in Western Europe.
Beautiful icons and paintings.

4. Esplanade Park

The main avenue, a place to
relax and watch the people
stroll by.

Opened back in 1928, Koti-
harju is a traditional wood-
heated neighbourhood sauna
that provides an authentic feel
for the Finnish sauna culture.
